ABSTRACT:

The
use of business modeling makes it possible to explore the impact of technological innovation on value
creation within the production and consumption ecosystem. In addition, the article notes the importance
of the business model for sustainable development, as the business model promotes the integration
of social and environmental issues in the strategy and activities of companies and provides a balance
between the creation of economic, social and environmental value.
